Did you manage to solve the maths problem this week?

Neda decided to take the ferry from the mainland to visit the
fourislands P, Q, Rand S.

The island Q can be reached by ferry only from island P or from
the mainland. Ferries connect islands P and R, and each of them
with the mainland. Island S only has a ferry connection with
island P.

What is the smallest number of ferry journeys that Neda needs
to take in order to visit all the islands and return to the
mainland.

SOLUTION:

To visit S requires a journey from P to S and
one back. To visit P, Q and R and return to
the mainland requires at least 4 journeys, so
at least 2+4=6 journeys are required to visit
all four islands and return

mainland
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
