Fact: Artificial Intelligence now makes it easy to create convincing but fake 
videos or photos, known as deepfakes. Teenagers might see fabricated 
celebrity clips, fake “news footage,” or images of classmates edited to cause 
embarrassment or harm.
What parents can do: Teach children to question visuals just as much as words. 
Look for signs of editing (strange lighting, blurred hands, odd backgrounds), and 
remind them not to forward or comment on questionable images — even as a 
joke. Teach your child to fact check everything they see – if it isn’t on a 
reputable news source, it’s probably not true.
