At Mulberry Academy Shoreditch, students are expected to dedicate at least the same amount of time to independent
study as they spend in lessons. For example, a student studying four A-Levels typically has 25-30 hours of lessons over a
fortnight, and it is expected that they also commit to a minimum of 25 hours of independent study at home.

A-Level courses are designed to promote independent learning, which is vital for developing critical thinking and writing
skills. Independent study may include academic reading, practising problems or equations, watching tutorials, completing
past papers, revisiting lesson content, or preparing for the lesson ahead. A strong commitment to independent learning is
essential for securing the best possible grades and ensuring a positive and rewarding Sixth Form experience.
