On Wednesday, the Inclusion 
department visited Lambourne End 
farm for a fun day focused on sheep!

Posts, comments and images can be saved, shared or 
screenshotted, even if they are later deleted. For example, 
something posted on Snapchat or sent in a group chat can 
be screenshotted and shared more widely without the child 
knowing.
This means something shared as a joke can resurface much 
later in a different context.
What parents can do: Encourage your child to pause before 
posting and think about how it might look in the future.
